ANAHEIM BALLET’S INTERNATIONAL TRAINING PROGRAM INCLUDES
Classical Ballet Technique: American/kinetic methodology and the best of Russian, French, and Italian training. Students
are encouraged to grow in strength, control, flexibility and artistry. Various styles from Bournonville to Balanchine are
presented.

Pointe: Virtuosity and finesse are emphasized to prepare dancers for the demands of classical and contemporary
choreography en pointe.

Men’s Class: Strength, stamina, and athleticism tempered with artistry are presented, challenging each dancer to excel at
his own stage of development. 

Variations and Repertoire: Ballet variations are taught from the classical and contemporary repertoire encouraging
students to perform up to a required technical level and to develop stage presence and artistry.

Pas De Deux: Partnering encourages trust and trustworthiness in all students. Pressage (lifts), partnered pirouettes, balance
and sharing design and space are part of this process. 

Contemporary Dance: Dancers of today are required to be versatile and benefit greatly from expanded knowledge of
other dance forms. Current employment in the dance world requires experience in contemporary dance.

Character dance: Character dance is included in most traditional ballet productions. The folk dance
roots and styles are presented in preparation for dancers performing the classical repertoire. 

Supplemental Classes: Barre a Terre and Pilates Mat classes are offered to enhance technique
classes. Proper placement and alignment are emphasized. 

Jazz, Tap, Hip-Hop and Musical Theater: Dancers throughout their careers will be presented
with opportunities to appear in various theatrical settings often requiring a background in jazz and
musical theater. The skills acquired through learning Hip-Hop and Tap will serve students well in
enhanced awareness of rhythms, body isolation, control, and natural development of personal style.

Lectures: Dancers are appreciative of input from professionals in the dance related fields of: dance
history, nutrition, career guidance, injury prevention, and sports/performance psychology.   

Acting: Dancers are encouraged to develop thorough thought process and analysis in role
development and to gain greater personal self-confidence.   

Individual Coaching: Dancers are coached and prepared to perform classical variations with great attention to technical
excellence and individual artistry. Students are prepared to enter international competitions. 

Performance Opportunities: Students will be invited to perform as part of Anaheim Ballet’s School and also will be
offered the opportunity to participate in appropriate roles in Anaheim Ballet productions. 

New York City Field Trip: Students are chaperoned and guided through the Youth America Grand Prix annual culminating
events including the YAGP Gala, a highlight in any young dancer’s life. 

Plus guest lecturers and master teachers including Gennadi and
Larissa Saveliev, YAGP Founding Directors, and selected experts
in the areas of nutrition, sports/performance psychology, and
dance history.  
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
